· Introductions &  announcements

· Priscilla White, DCF Child Victim Treatment Director presented an overview and update of Act I (2009 Act designed to improve VT sexual abuse response system) information from her presentation will be posted on CFCPP website http://humanservices.vermont.gov/boards-committees/cfcpp/
The current focus, in year 2, is in providing lots of training and resources to assist schools in effective response and in meeting their obligations to respond. Much training & PR has focused on shifting from older models of teaching children to protect themselves from sexual abuse to teaching all adults that it is their responsibility to protect children – this is a big shift. More information and resources are available here http://dcf.vermont.gov/protectkids
There was some discussion and concerns defined:

· Afterschool programs access or lack of access to resources & training

· Child sexual behaviors and availability of treatment resources

· Unintended consequences of child sexual behaviors being overly criminalized & the conflicts that can occur w/o careful practice re: children w/ behaviors and victim issues within same schools

· Is there adequate training for judiciary and law enforcement – special investigation units throughout state; ACT I training in judicial college

· Future opportunities for collaboration on topic

· DCF Commissioner Dave Yacavone
discussion & presentation of a priority of his office to focus on high risk families to prevent a deeper entry in to poverty or state system responses. Commissioner Yacavone asked the CFC to consider using OJJDP funds to projects that will:
· Provide case management for families experiencing stress and risks including return from prison, educational achievement gap, risk of home eviction, domestic violence, open cases w/ DCF. Seeking 5 or 6 case managers.

· Burlington Housing Authority estimates 100 evictions a year; reducing those would provide increased family stability 
· Seeking funding that is flexible – state funds to CTF  to enable use of emergency financial bail outs to families that would be paid back and the fund sustained through earned income tax credits promised by families; Dave has seen this model work successfully when he was AHS Field Services in Lamoille County. Seeks flexible funding for 2 years and anticipates 
Discussion and concerns:

· There is a family & child service gap at the transition point from early child supports to primary school

· There is a significant drop in reading skills for children w/ Free and reduced lunch (FRL) by the 3rd grade highlighting that gap from early childhood to primary school

· Health Dept. case management restrictions 0 – 6 age

· Intensive Family based Services (IFBS) considered effective – short term family stabilization

· State funds to CTF are primary prevention – discussion continuum of prevention and definitions; efficacy of many small grants & outcomes
· Importance of mentoring in recovery community

· Root causes should be addressed v. symptoms – root causes must be defined and have leadership applied – e.g. child abuse prevention; economic development opportunities

· Why new pilots v. consistency in services across districts; how would new case managers be sustained?

· CFC appreciates the Commissioner’s recommendations and active involvement with advisory body. CFC will schedule a full discussion for May 19th meeting.

Calvin Smith re: VCHRYP – VT Coalition for Homeless & Runaway Youth Programs
· A fund development project that spanned nearly 3 years – outcomes included increased web presence, increased in-kind donations, training and involvement of statewide member organizations including sharing resources to fund a statewide position to focus on fund development and sustainability, significant public relations
· Committee updates:
· Grants: committee reviewed update of all CFCPP grants, discussed intention to request bid on a web-based grantee outcome reporting system that would aggregate outcome reports to CFCPP & public – in keeping w/ priority established in 3-year plan

· Executive: committee met by phone & approved CFCPP sign-on to a letter from the 
Campaign for Youth Justice (CYJ) to Attorney General Holder re: PREA – prison rape elimination Act – and the risk to youth incarcerated in adult facilities; letter requests that no children be placed in adult facilities – in keeping w/ historic CFCPP positions

· DMC – met and is reviewing data. Needs a chair; meets again on 5.19.11 @ 8:00, Skylight CR, Waterbury

· Jurisdiction will meet in Waterbury 5.11.11 and continues to focus on DEAP development, prosecution and processing of youth, and training potential to States Attorneys

· Summer retreat / 3-year plan development for OJJDP
planning retreat will be held September 15th, all day, off site; details TBD
