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Sustained Family Support Home Visiting: Parents As Teachers

Policy Summary:

The Vermont Medicaid program proposes establishing the Sustained Family Support Home
Visiting Program using the evidence-based home visiting model, Parents as Teachers (PAT).
The PAT program is part of a continuum of home visiting services that includes Children’s
Integrated Services (CIS) home visiting, with three connected tiers of home visiting: Universal,
Responsive, and Sustained. In partnership with the Department of Children and Families, the
Vermont Department of Health’s Maternal and Child Health Division administers the program.

The population served will be Medicaid-eligible pregnant and parenting people, infants, and
children through five years of age. PAT services will be reimbursed at a Per Member Per Month
case rate of $583.89. This rate was derived from a review of PAT evidence-based standards and
practices combined with 2022 Bureau of Labor Statistics wage and salary data.
