Non-Emergency Medical Transportation Rate Update

Policy Summary:

The Vermont Medicaid program will update the rate for non-emergency medical transportation
effective January 1, 2022. Per a contract with the Department of Vermont Health Access, the
non-emergency medical transportation broker is paid a per member, per week rate of $34.57.
This rate will be increasing to $34.75 per member, per week.

DVHA may establish rates with providers on an individual or class basis without regard to the
rates currently set forth in the approved State Plan.
